MMEN provides the following services to support families with children in school, to encourage current
students, and celebrate those graduating High School and Post-Secondary.

Back to School Supplies

MMEFN families with children enrolled in Kindergarten through Grade 7 will receive $140.00 per child for the
academic year. Families with children enrolled in Grade 8 through Grade 12 will receive $265.00 per child.
An application form must be submitted before the funds can be released. Forms are available on the
MMFN website or can be requested by emailing cfs@yuquot.ca Forms are available starting the first week
of August each calendar year and are due no later than the final week of September.

Report Cards

MMFN students attending Grade 8 through Grade 12 qualify for renumerations each Reporting Term.
Applications for this funding are due 2 weeks after to Report Cards being issued and can be found on the
MMEN website or can be requested by emailing cfs@yuguot.ca Report Cards are due no later than 2
weeks after receiving them. Renumerations cannot be released without a copy of the Report Card.

Renumeration amounts are as follows:

Grades 8 & 9: $30.00 per month, plus $100 if students achieve a minimum 73% overall grade average.
Grades 10— 12: $50.00 per month, plus $124 if students achieve a minimum 73% overall grade average.
*a 73% grade average is the minimum requirement to achieve the ‘B’ Honour Roll*

High School Graduation Award

Graduating High School is a great achievement and MMFN students who are Graduating Grade 12 are
awarded $240.00 plus a gift (laptop, tablet, or other item of equal value) to celebrate this wonderful
accomplishment. An application for this award must be submitted 4 weeks prior to the final Report Cards
being issued. Applications can be found on the MMFN website. Submit a copy of the final Report Card by
emailing cfs@yuquot.ca no later than 2 weeks after receiving the Report Card. Gifts cannot be issued
without confirmation of successful Graduation.
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Post-Secondary Graduation/Completion of Training Award

MMFN members who graduate from a Post-Secondary Program or Complete Post-Secondary Training are
awarded a gift upon graduation/completion. This gift is usually a laptop, tablet, or other item of equal value.
Applications for this award must be submitted 4 weeks prior to graduating or completing the training.
Applications can be found on the MMFN website or can be requested by emailing cfs@yuquot.ca.
Confirmation of graduation/training completion must be submitted no later than 2 weeks after receiving
written confirmation (Certificate, Diploma, Degree, etc.)
